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DGIWG S15 project investigated the use of KML for the military
community. One topic was to use KML to portray command and control
data according to the MIL-STD-2525B common warfighting symbology. A
number of styling requirements were identified as a result, with
support for a dashed line style being one of the most critical. The
solution proposed for dashed lines in this CR was implemented in one
Canadian forces system using OpenLayers.
